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RULES OF THE K&K MONARCHY TROPHY

General Condition

The K&K Monarchy Trophy is an annual golf tournament between the nations

of the former Austrian-Hungarian Monarchy, who today are members of the
European Senior Golf Association (ESGA) - Austria, Slovenia, Czech Republic,
Slovakia, Croatia, Hungary. Location of tournament switches every year to
another country in the above order.

e Every country may nominate 2 teams (gross and net) with 6 players, and one in
reserve.

e Handicap limit: gross team up to 15, net team up to 20. Handicap proof requi-
red through the national Senior Associations. During tournament change of
players between teams is not permitted.

e All players must be at least 55 years of age in the year of the tournament and
citizens of the country that nominated them. Each country may nominate one
player that has no citizenship in such country. The players of one team must be
members of the same golf association in their country and members of their

national senior golf society for at least 3 months. Every player must conform in
all respects to the Rules of Amateur Status.

e The tournament is played in accordance to the R&A Rules of Golf and the Local
Rules as approved by the Tournament Committee. The inviting national Se-
niors Association determines the Tournament Committee.

o The captains of the teams may advise their teammates at any time whilst
they are not playing themselves.

e Any team returning less than 2 scores each on day 1 and day 2, and less than 4
scores on day 3, will be disqualified.

e The ball the player plays must be named on the current List of Conforming Golf
Balls issued by the R&A Rules. Penalty for breach of condition: Disqualification

(www.randa.org).

e Using golf cart is not allowed during the tournament days. Golf cart can be used
on practice day prior booking.

e The Tournament Committee will announce Tee Times on the club’s billboard.

o Distance measuring devices are permitted as specified by the R&A Rules.
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e The participants of the K + K Monarch Trophy participate at their own res-
ponsibility

e On the tournament electronic score card will be used with electronic autori-
zasition/signature.



RULES OF THE K&K MONARCHY TROPHY

Tournament format

Three-day tournament

Stableford gross evaluation for Gross Teams and Stableford net evaluation for
Net Teams

Day 1: Four Ball Better Ball

Gross team: no handicaps § Q/

Net teams: 90% of players’ playing handicap

Tee box: yellow

Day 2: Four Ball Greensome

Gross team: no handicaps

Net teams: 40% of lower and 60% of higher playing handicap of both
players

Tee box: yellow

Day 3: Single Stableford Scoring

Gross teams: no handicaps.

Net teams: full playing handicap.

Tee box: yellow

Teams

The Captains determine the teams ( 1st, 2nd, 3rd pairs) for the first two days and
should nominate them 2 days before start of the tournament. Any changes within the
teams must be submitted at the Captains’ Meeting at latest. Teams cannot be changed
during the first two days with the exception of utilization of a nominated substitute
player.

e Day 1: Four Ball Better Ball Stableford. Each foursome is chosen by lot under
supervision of the directors of the tournament.

e Day 2: Four Ball Greensome Stableford. Each foursome is chosen by lot under
supervision of the directors of the tournament.

e Day 3: Standard Stableford Scoring. The first 3 countries (gross and net) tee off
in negative handicap order, best handicaps last. As of score #4 tee off continues in
negative order, best handicaps last. The flight should be 3 players flight.

e On neither of the days there should be playing more than 2 players of one count-
ry in one group.
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RULES OF THE K&K MONARCHY TROPHY

Scoring

Valuation of results is separate for each day and each gross and net team.

Stableford Rules:
Four Ball Better Ball: the two best results only count.
Four Ball Greensome: the two best results only count.

Single Stableford Scoring:  the four best results only count.

Rating

o Daily results (Stableford), each separate for gross and net - for all three days -
will be added up and identify the overall winners. In case of equal results after
Day 3 in gross and net, the first place will be determined by a sudden death ga-
me.

o The captains will nominate a player of their team for sudden death game.

e The holes for the sudden death will be announced by the Tournament director
based on the decision of the Tournament Committee

Prize

e There is one Gross-Cup and one Net-Cup “K&K Monarchy Trophy”, to be han-
ded on to the winners year by year. Additionally, there are medals for each
player of the first three winning teams, gross and net.

e The K&K Monarchy Trophy remains with the winning team until the following

year only. In case a team wins the K&K Monarchy Trophy three years in a row,
then that specific Cup will become property of such team.

o Itis then up to the host of the next tournament to acquire a new Cup for next
K&K Monarchy Trophy.

e Each host may at its own discretion to acquire and disburse any other trophy
as such host may think is appropriate (e.g. a trophy for single gross / net win-
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ners on day 3 of the tournament).
